The student will explain how the contributions of ancient China and Egypt have

influenced the present world in terms of architecture, inventions, the calendar, and

written language.




The student will:

1. Define terms: ancient, architecture, contribution;

2. Recognize hieroglyphics as the written language of Ancient Egypt.

3. Recognize characters and symbols as Ancient Chinese written language.

4. Match the related invention of Ancient Egypt & China.

5. Identify the Great Wall of China and the Pyramids of Egypt.

6. Collect, organize, and record information relating to the contributions of Ancient Egypt & China.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

1. Students will create a booklet/folder/file on Egyptian/Chinese terms and activities.

2. Display examples of hieroglyphic writing and Chinese characters & symbols in the classroom. 

3. Students will use hieroglyphic writing and Chinese symbols to write names and simple words.

4. Research information concerning Chinese and Egyptian inventions. (See T.R.G., p. 1)

5. Locate pictures of the great Wall of China and Pyramids in trade books. 

6. Take an internet tour of Egypt and China.

7. Make a chart to display all information or use pocket chart.
