4. Compare and contrast differing sets of ideas.

5. Describe the common principles and traditions which unite all Americans.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

1. Research terms and record in student notebook.

2. Collect and read trade books about ethnic diversity in America.

3. Introduce words, which originated in other countries.  Teach simple phrases or numbers in other languages.

4. Discuss Ellis Island and the Statue of Liberty.

5. Taste international foods.

6. Talk about the meaning of e pluribus Unum.  Use the concept of making soup or salad and how all the ingredients are mixed together, but still have their own individuality.
