The student will explain how the contributions of ancient Greece and Rome have

influenced the present world in terms of architecture, government (direct and

representative democracy), and sports.




The student will:

1. Define terms: civilization, direct democracy, representative democracy, architecture, republic.

2. Recognize architectural contributions of Greece and Rome.

3. Identify the Parthenon, Colosseum, and aqueducts.

4. Recognize examples of Greek and Roman mosaics, sculpture, and paintings.

5. Compare direct and representative democracy and republican form of government.

6. Relate Olympic games to Greece.

7. Relate United States government to those of ancient Greece and Rome.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Read books related to ancient Greece and Rome.

· Research Rome and Greece on the Internet.

· Record  information and terms in notebooks.

· Locate Greece and Rome on maps. Compare Roman Empire with Rome of today.

· Provide pictures of Greek and  Roman architecture and art.

· Present classroom situations in which direct and representative democracy are simulated through voting. (Direct democracy- everyone votes, representative democracy- the students choose someone in their group to vote for them.
