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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Review bodies of water by labeling maps on worksheets, transparencies and desk maps.

· Match terms and definitions.
· Name rivers (James, York, Potomac and Rappahannock) and locate on map
· Make a triarama to identify the ways Virginia waterways are used. (e.g. food, transportation, exploration, and settlement).
· Discuss how rivers played an important role in the development of cities in Virginia. (e.g. Identify and locate specific cities on rivers).
