The student will:

1. Locate three American Indian (First Americans) language groups on a map of     Virginia. 

2.  Determine the cause and effect relationships between environmental factors, climate, and lives of American Indians.

3.  Identify vocabulary of American Indians as used in present day language.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Review Christopher Columbus’s exploration and use of the term “Indians”
· Write the meaning for artifact and discuss it in relation to the visit by Jamestown Foundation
· On transparencies, worksheets, and desk maps locate the three First American Language groups in Virginia.
· Outline (and take notes) of food, clothing, and shelters of First Americans corresponding with seasons.
· Go to Jamestown site on Internet
· Study-trip to Jamestown
· Divide students into groups to research and create class presentations on food, clothing, shelter, and tools of First Americans.
· Make a dictionary of First Americans’ terms with names of cities and rivers included.
