The student will demonstrate knowledge of life in the Virginia Colony by

a) explaining the importance of agriculture and its influence on the institution of slavery;

b) describing how European (English, Scotch-Irish, German) immigrants, Africans, and American Indians (First Americans) influenced the cultural landscape and changed the relationship between the Virginia colony and England;




The student will:

1. Explain the importance of agriculture and its influence on the institution of slavery

2. Identify Africans as an immigrant group to Virginia and locate Africa on map of the world

3. Describe how European immigrants contributed to the culture of America and Virginia

4. Identify the location of the English, Scotch-Irish, and German immigrant settlers to Virginia
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· On a map trace the route of African slaves from West Africa to the Virginia Colony

· Use cause and effect activity to explain African slaves and impact on economy of Virginia Colony and growth of plantations

· Read and discuss European immigrants settling in Virginia Colony-outline reasons and contributions of each group

· Locate settlement of European immigrants on maps

· Brainstorm components of plantation then students design a plantation

· Use various worksheets and transparencies
