· Go to computer lab and research each person; make group presentations to class.

· Use internet to research documents- Virginia Declaration of Rights, Bill of Rights of the United States, Virginia Statute For Religious Freedom, and the United States Constitution

· Use video- Peanuts Gang-“Making the Constitution.”

· Use various worksheets.

· Use “You’ve Got Freedom” rap.

· Discuss “First Amendment”- Divide a sheet of paper into parts and explain each freedom found in the Bill of Rights.
