The student will:

1. Describe Virginia’s role in the Civil War.

2. Identify major Civil War battle sites in Virginia

3. Identify Robert E. Lee and Ulysses S. Grant as opposing generals.

4. Identify General Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson as an important Virginia general who fought on the side of the Confederacy.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Make a transparency of a map of Civil war battle sites in Virginia

· Use Maps of Civil War battle sites, put students in groups to research each site, make class presentations.

· Students draw a map of Virginia with battle sites

· Use internet to research information on the Monitor and Merrimack.

· Students make a Civil War mobile of Virginia battles, locations, and generals.

· Students make a time-line of the Civil War battles in Virginia.

· Use note cards or magnetic strips to identify facts concerning General Thomas “Stonewall” Jackson, Robert E. Lee, and Ulysses S. Grant.

· Use “Sing to Know” CD- “The Civil War came Marching On.”

· Use Video, “Battle of the Ironclads- The Monitor and The Merrimack”.
