The student will demonstrate knowledge of the Reconstruction of Virginia following the Civil War by

a) identifying the effects of Reconstruction on life in Virginia;

b) identifying the effects of segregation and “Jim Crow” on life in Virginia;




The student will:

1. Identify the effects of Reconstruction on life in Virginia.

2. Identify the effects of segregation and “Jim Crow” laws on life in Virginia.

3. Define Jim Crow laws, segregation, discrimination, sharecropper, freedman, Reconstruction, poll tax, integration.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Write definitions of Jim Crow Laws, segregation, discrimination, sharecropper, freedman, Reconstruction, poll tax, integration.

· Make protest signs “Fair” and “Unfair”, and state things that happened during and after Reconstruction.  Students display signs to react to the statement.  Class discussion. 

· Write paragraphs from perspective of someone in South during and after Reconstruction.- freed slave, sharecropper, large land owner, etc.

· Write a newspaper article outlining Virginia’s problems during and after Reconstruction.

· Use “Sing to Know” CD- “Reconstruction Time,” “Down in Virginia”
