Arctic (Inuit), Northwest (Kwakiutl), Plains (Sioux), Southwest (Pueblo), and

Eastern Woodland (Iroquois);

b) describing how the American Indians (First Americans) used their environment to obtain food, clothing, and shelter.



The student will:

1. Define culture, environment, geography.

2. Name the various American Indian tribes (ex. Pueblo).

2.  Locate on a map the regions where the American Indian tribes settled.

3.  Describe the physical characteristics of each region.

4. Explain how geography and climate affected how the American Indian tribes 

     lived.

5. Describe how the American Indians used their environment to obtain food, clothing, and shelter.

· Color regions on a map where American Indians settled

· Label physical features (rivers, mountains) of each region on a map
