The student will:

1. Name the three regions. (New England, the Mid-Atlantic, and Southern)

2. Describe the geography and climate of each region.

3. Describe how the colonists in each region interacted with their environment.

4. Compare and contrast the economic and political lifestyles of the regions.

5. Describe how life varied among the different social groups in the regions.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Create Venn diagram or chart showing economic and political lifestyles of the regions.

· Journal entry describing a day in the life of a colonist in each region.

· Cooperative learning activity – students are grouped according to social group – report lifestyle of group

· Color map showing the three regions

· Research the climate for a particular region and  prepare a table showing climate changes for a period of one week for that region

· Town meeting where leader discusses rules of the colony (Mayflower Compact, charters, John Smith’s work ethic)

· Visit colonial Williamsburg
