3. Explain how products start as raw materials and reach their destination as a final product.

4. Identify the political connection between England and the colonies.

5. Indicate the creation of colonial laws and how they were enforced.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Create a trade map showing routes and goods between the colonies and England

· Continue ongoing word bank for definitions

· Create a proclamation/law proposing a higher tax or stop trade between England and colonies – (posters, flyers)

· Recreate a town meeting where new governor gives speech to colonists

· Trace a creation of a product from start to finish (raw materials to final product - ex. Rubber) and give a final report
