The student will demonstrate knowledge of the causes and results of the American

Revolution by

a) identifying the issues of dissatisfaction that led to the American Revolution;

b) identifying how political ideas shaped the revolutionary movement in America and led to the Declaration of Independence, with emphasis on the ideas of John Locke;

c) describing key events and the roles of key individuals in the American Revolution, with emphasis on George Washington, Benjamin Franklin, Thomas Jefferson, Patrick Henry, and Thomas Paine;

d) explaining reasons why the colonies were able to defeat Britain.




The student will:

1. Recall the political and economic connection between the colonies and England.

2. Identify the issues that led to dissatisfaction between the colonies and England.

3. Identify John Locke and his ideas.

4. Analyze how John Locke’s ideas shaped the Revolutionary War.

5. Compare John Locke’s ideas to the key philosophies in the Declaration of Independence.

6. Identify key individuals and their roles in the Revolutionary War.

7. Identify and describe key events in the Revolutionary War.

8. List the advantages the Colonists had that contributed to the winning of the Revolutionary War.

9. Explain how the colonial advantages helped them win the war.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Picket signs made to protest England’s control over colonists.

· Recreation of any key event

· Role play key individuals of speeches given

· Read selection from Thomas Paine’s Common Sense
· Restate the Declaration of Independence and have class sign

· View movie "Johnny Tremain"

· Cause-and-effect activity using some score cards to connect how one event led to another

· Play "Rumor Game" to show how messages were distorted (ex. Spreading of the news of the Boston Massacre)

· Find examples of conflicts in newspaper.  Students will create news report on an event/battle of the Revolutionary War time period.

· Create a chart showing advantages of the Colonists

· Victory speeches explaining how the colonial advantages helped win the war

· Listen to patriotic songs from Revolutionary War time period and have students create new lyrics using the tune

· Create an important event card from a specific date that occurred during the Revolutionary War
