5. Describe major accomplishments of the first five presidents.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Create fact sheets (flipbooks) on the presidents

· Debate between Thomas Jefferson and Alexander Hamilton

· Venn diagram contrasting views of Jefferson-Hamilton

· Hold a meeting of members of George Washington's Cabinet.

· Create business cards for presidents. – (Name of person, company, e-mail address, slogan)

· Collect-All-Drawer-collect materials that represent each president and put into box or bag.  Students should explain the importance of each object.

· Create a report card on one of the presidents showing justification for the grades given.
