The student will demonstrate knowledge of westward expansion and reform in America from 1801 to 1861 by 

a) describing territorial expansion and how it affected the political map of the United States, with emphasis on the Louisiana Purchase, the Lewis and Clark expedition, and the acquisitions of Florida, Texas, Oregon, and California;

b) identifying the geographic and economic factors that influenced the westward movement of settlers;

c) describing the impact of inventions, including the cotton gin, the reaper, the steamboat, and the steam locomotive, on life in America;




The student will:

1. Identify the territories of the United States in 1800.

2. Identify and describe territorial acquisitions between 1801 and 1861.

3. Locate and label the new territories on a map.

4. Analyze the importance of the Louisiana Purchase.

5. Identify the geographic and economic factors that encouraged westward expansion.

6. Describe the relationship between industrialization and westward expansion.

7. Identify key inventors and their inventions.

8. Explain how inventions affected the lives of Americans.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

· Create a wall map – group students and give a territory to be placed on map as studied

· Create a chart to show territorial acquisitions between 1801 and 1861

· Read sections of Little House In The Big Woods.
· Trace route of Lewis and Clark

· Research key individuals who contributed to the westward movement – put information on a template of a footstep (Lewis, Clark, Sacagawea, Brigham Young, Samuel Houston, etc.)

· Role play negotiations between Jefferson and Napoleon for the Louisiana Purchase

· View the movie “The Alamo” – old black and white with John Wayne

· Nature walk around school in early fall having students take all books in backpack and without jackets (create the idea of a long journey)

· Create a mascot for the Lewis and Clarke’s expedition

· Create posters advertising new inventions

· Create new invention and show how its used and why its necessary

· Hold a day without a certain invention; have students keep a journal entry for that day

· Research and report on a particular invention
