e) using maps to explain critical developments in the war, including major battles, f) describing the effects of war from the perspectives of Union and Confederate soldiers (including black soldiers), women, and slaves.




The student will:

1. Identify and describe roles of Civil War leaders (ex. Abraham Lincoln, Robert E. Lee, etc.).

2. Contrast the views of Lincoln and Lee about the state of the Union.

3. List and describe major events of the Civil War.

4. Use a map to locate major events and battles.

5. Describe the influence of location and topography on major events of the war.

6. Describe the effects of the war on soldiers, women, and slaves.

7. List the results of the Civil War.
