SOL WHII.15 (Formerly SOL 9.11)
The student will demonstrate knowledge of cultural, economic, and social conditions in developed and developing nations of the contemporary world by

a) identifying contemporary political issues, with emphasis on migrations of refugees and others, ethnic/religious conflicts, and the impact of technology, including chemical and biological technologies;

b) assessing the impact of economic development and global population growth on the environment and society, including an understanding of the links between economic and political freedom;

c) describing economic interdependence, including the rise of multinational corporations, international organizations, and trade agreements.
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The student will:

1. Identify, analyze, and interpret primary and secondary sources to make generalizations about events and life in world history.

2. Use maps, globes, artifacts, and pictures to analyze the physical and cultural landscapes of the world and to interpret the past.

3. Identify geographic features important to the study of world history.

4. Identify and compare political boundaries within the location of civilizations, empires, and kingdoms.

5. Analyze trends in human migration and cultural interaction.

6. Examine the role of religion in contemporary society.

7. Estimate the long-term effects of twentieth century technology, trade agreements, and interdependence.
