4. Select an article from the Constitution for each stated goal in the Preamble.
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Instructional Strategies/Activities

1. Recite the Preamble from memory.

2. Write the meaning of the Preamble in their own words and read to class.

3. Through Role-Play, illustrate the message of each stated goal in the Preamble.  Assign a goal to each group and have students determine which goal is presented.
