3. Student plans to major in information technology, computer science, or related field.

2. Complete the Information Technology Award Application form and submit to your guidance counselor by April 4, 2011.

3. Request one letter of recommendation from a computer science or technology instructor who can speak to your interest and talent in this area.  Letter must be submitted with this application to your guidance counselor by April 4, 2011.

4. A guidance counselor will complete the bottom portion of the application form noting your class rank, number of high school technology courses, and GPA (specific to high school technology courses).
