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On September 8, 2020, the Pittsylvania County School Board approved a Return-to-School phase-in process. This process
will continue Remote Learning Opportunities for all students through September 25, 2020, with students in Grades 4
to12 continuing remotely through October 9, 2020.

« Beginning September 28, 2020 - ALL students in Grades Pre-K to 3 whose parents elected in-person instruction at the
beginning of the school year, as well as ALL students at the Pittsylvania Career and Technical Center (PCTC) may return
to school under the approved Hybrid Instructional Model. Under this schedule, these Pre-K to Grade 3 students will
attend school on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday of each week. Students attending the PCTC will attend classes
twice per week following an A B, A B schedule on Monday and Thursday or Tuesday and Friday. Students and staff must
follow strict physical distancing requirements and will be required to wear a cloth facial covering when physical distancing
of at least six feet cannot be maintained. During this time, parents also have the option to continue under the 100%
remote learning option if they so choose.

« Beginning October 12, 2020 - ALL students in Grades 4 to 12 whose parents elected in-person instruction at the
beginning of the school year may return to school following an A B, A B schedule. Again, the parents will have the option
of continuing 100% remote learning if they so choose. The same mitigating health measures will still apply.

« Parents who previously elected remote learning and wish to have their child attend in-person should contact
your child's principal to determine if space is available.

The School Board will continue to review Virginia Department of Health data and be in contact with the Pittsylvania Danville
Health District between now and September 28th. Should that data show an increase in COVID-19 cases for Pittsylvania
County, the School Board may extend the remote learning for all students for an additional period of time.
